STUDENT’S CODE OF CONDUCT  
 
 1. No abusive, profane, or disrespectful language (teasing, etc). 
 2. No disruptive or unruly behavior (hitting, wrestling, taunting, running). 
 3. No items or debris shall be left in or around the event area.   
 3. No standing in the hallways or accessing undesignated areas of the school 

during events/activities.  Students MUST remain in the designated area(s) for the 
event at ALL times.  

 4. Any student removed from an event may be PERMANENTLY BANNED from 
all future events.  

 5. Participants have the responsibility to help reduce the chance of injury by 
obeying all safety rules/policies and reporting all incidents or potentially harmful 
situations to the appropriate authority immediately.   

 
PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES: 
 
 1. All students MUST be picked up PROMPTLY at the end of each event/activity.  

The school will not be held responsible for any child not picked up.  In this 
case the appropriate authorities will be notified.     

 2. When required, parent/guardian MUST attend event/activity with child. 
 3. Parent/guardian is responsible for any costs associated with events/activities.  
 4. Parent/guardian is responsible for any damage caused by their child(ren).
